TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

NOW COMES Defendant herein, and files this his Motion for Inspection of Premises, and would show unto the Court the following:


I.

Defendant is accused of burglary of a building owned or controlled by the Clutch City Independent School District.  Such school district is a governmental or quasi‑governmental entity.
