DEFENDANT'S MOTION IN LIMINE


CONCERNING EVIDENCE OF BOND FORFEITURE
 

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

NOW COMES JEAN VALJEAN, DEFENDANT herein, and makes this his Motion in Limine, and would show unto the Court the following:


I.

Defendant originally posted a bond via Red Hotz Bonding Company.  Subsequently that bondsman ceased operations and failed to notify Defendant of his court date.  As a result, through no fault of Defendant or his counsel, Defendant's bond was forfeited.  Defendant promptly posted a new bond through Sure Thing Bonding Co.


II.

The State may attempt to offer evidence of Defendant's bond forfeiture as evidence of guilt in the instant cause.  Defendant moves the court to order the State not to mention this bond forfeiture in the jury's presence and to order that a hearing be held outside the jury's presence to determine the admissibility of same.
