MOTION TO PROHIBIT STATE'S USE OF COMPUTERS
 

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

NOW COMES JEAN VALJEAN, the Defendant in the above styled and numbered cause, and makes his Motion to Prohibit State's Use of Computers and would show unto the Court the following:


I.

Voir Dire.  The State may attempt to use computerized data during the selection of the jury in this case, in an attempt to discover whether one or more veniremen has a record of arrests or criminal convictions.  Such computerized data are not available to Defendant or his attorney to be used in jury selection.  As a result, the State will gain an unfair advantage over Defendant in exercising its strikes and challenges to the venire.


II.

Witnesses.  Further, the State may attempt to use computerized data during the trial in order to determine if any witnesses for the defense have criminal convictions or arrests.  The State should be required to rely on traditional methods of eliciting such facts from defense witnesses, as must the defense.  To do otherwise gives the State an unfair advantage over Defendant.

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Defendant prays that the Court enter an order prohibiting the State's attorneys from using such computerized data during voir dire or during the taking of testimony at the trial.
