DEFENDANT'S REQUEST FOR NOTICE
 

NOW COMES JEAN VALJEAN, DEFENDANT in the above cause, and makes the following requests for notice pursuant to the Texas Rules of Evidence:

Other Crimes, Wrongs or Acts.  Pursuant to Rule 404 (b), Texas Rules of Evidence, Defendant requests the State to furnish his attorney of record with written notice of its intent to use at trial any and all evidence of other crimes, wrongs, or acts of the Defendant in addition to the crime of which Defendant stands accused.  Defendant requests no fewer than ten (10) days notice of same, together with a description of the same and the purpose for which the same will be offered.

Prior Convictions.  Pursuant to Rule 609 (f), Texas Rules of Evidence, Defendant requests the State to furnish his attorney of record with written notice of its intent to use at trial any and all evidence of prior convictions of crimes of the Defendant and all other witnesses listed on the subpoena application filed by Defendant.  Defendant requests no fewer than ten (10) days notice of same, together with a description of the prior conviction or convictions intended to be proven.

Punishment Evidence.  Pursuant to Art. 37.07 ' 3(g), Code of Criminal Procedure, Defendant requests notice of all extraneous crimes or bad acts the State intends to offer on punishment.
