





























CRIMES AGAINST PROPERTY

The El Paso County Sheriff’s Office, Crimes Against Property Section investigates all property crimes reported
within the County of El Paso. This investigative section is divided into two investigative units, Crimes against
Property and White Collar Crime Unit and one non-investigative unit dealing with recovery/auction of aban-
doned vehicles.

JAIL ANNEX

Located at 12501 E. Montana, the Jail Annex is a
modular design comprised of three units each
consisting of four pods. It has the capability of
holding 1440 Inmates and has an infirmary capable of
holding an additional 10 inmates. The Jail Annex re-

ceives classified persons from the Detention Facility

and holds pretrial and convicted persons.

The Jail Annex, supervised by Commander Angel

Colorado, houses male inmates only.

Average Daily Population
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In 2011, the Jail Annex Bureau averaged approximately (1252) inmates in custody daily, in compatison to (1224)
inmates in 2010. This figure includes inmates who are assigned to housing and those in custody but not yet

classified.

The federal population in 2011 averaged approximately (114) inmates, compared to (1138) state inmates classified
and in housing daily.

Intake/Releases of Inmates:

| In 2011, there were (4,821) persons booked into the Jail Annex compared to (394) in 2010, an increase of (4427)
intakes. These bookings ranged from misdemeanors to felony arrests. It must also be noted that booking at the
Annex did not begin until Oct. of 2010.
